Each week we focus on Missionaries and  

Organizations we support as a local church. 

Niagara Gospel Rescue Mission services include a year round shelter, 

in addition to a Code Blue Shelter. They also offer transitional 

housing, clothing and food for those in need in the city. Counseling, 

discipleship and recovery programs are available for those who are 

struggling. Additionally, Godly Grunts is a Christian based support 

group for veterans in the Niagara Falls area for any veteran to come 

and be a support to the veterans in need. This includes a 30 day 

separate shelter for veterans. Pray for them as they work to meet the 

physical and spiritual needs of the homeless. 

 

Verses from Last Week 

Both believers in Christ (the bride) and His angels will accompany the 

King at His Glorious Appearing, but the Saints (the bride of Christ) 

make up the main army in Revelation 19. Angels are spoken of 

accompanying Christ in Zechariah 14:5; Matthew 13:40-42; 16:27; 

24:30-31; 25:31-32; Mark 8:38; Luke 9:26; 1 Thessalonians 3:13; 2 

Thessalonians 1:7; Jude 14-15. Verses speaking of Believers in Christ 

returning with the King are referenced in 1 Thessalonians 4:14 and 

Revelation 17:14; Revelation 19:14 which reflects back to Revelation 

19:8. Remember in Revelation 19:14 we followed Him. The Word 

(Christ) is always to be first. Thy Word is a lamp unto our feet and a 

light unto our path.
